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Many concepts for the conversion of coal to liquid products are being studied in
the U. S. For direct Tiquefaction processes, SRC II, H-Coal, and the CSF and Exxon
Donor Solvent processes, are in various stages of development, and the ZnClp
process, which is capable of producing gasoline directly from coal, is under test in
a 1/TPD unit. Mobil 0il Company is making significant strides towards improving
the Sasol Fischer-Tropsch indirect conversion process. The technology and present
status of each of these processes will be reviewed.
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
