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WATERFALL GLEN FOREST PRESERVE

The 2,503-acre Waterfall Glen Forest Preserve is one of the most
ecologically impressive parcels of open space in the Forest Preserve District
of DuPage County. It is known for its Rocky Glen waterfall, Sawmill Creek
bluff overlook, and others gently rolling to hilly terrain with 11 miles of trails
popular with hikers,bicyclists, horseback riders and cross-country skiers.
Remember to take your gate pass with you when leaving the Argonne
campus to explore Waterfall Glen and the surrounding area.
